Step 1 — Battery

e Remove battery by pushing the two
tabs and pulling the battery
outwards slowly but firmly.

Step 2 — RAM

e Slide a spudger under the outer
plastic cover of the laptop

e Pull off the plastic cover of the
laptop.
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Step 3
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e Push both tabs outward to release
the memory module

e Grasp the memory module by the
edge and pull gently to remove it

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
